a)  Change to League Structure

1.  Proposed by Hamble Ladies

That the structure of the ladies league be changed to two parallel divisions with a play-off between the top teams in each division for the league title. Teams to remain with 5 players per team.

If this proposal is passed, them Proposed Rule change 1 will fall
b)  Proposed Rule changes

1.  Proposed by Committee

Change of rule 4.1 to allow ladies teams to have less than 5 players per team (either 3 or 4).

2.  Proposed by Beechdown


Delete current rule 4.3. Replace with new Rule 4.3
“Any player who has not played at least 4 times in a particular league earlier in the season may not play in the final 4 matches of any team in that league, except with the prior permission of the league secretary for a club’s lowest side only, where its application would otherwise mean that the team concerned could not raise a full side”.
If this proposal is passed, them Proposed Rule change 3 will fall

3.  Proposed by Committee


Delete current rule 4.3. Replace with new Rule 4.3
“Any player who has not played for their club in a particular league earlier in the season may not play in the final 4 league matches of any team in that league, except with the prior permission of the league secretary for a club’s lowest side only, where its application would otherwise mean that the team concerned could not raise a full side”.

Delete current rule 4.4 Replaced by new Rule 4.3
This proposal is tied in with Proposed Rule changes 2 and 3. If neither are accepted this proposal will be withdrawn
5.  Proposed by Beechdown


Delete current rule 5.3. Replace with;

All matches should be played on the date arranged and in accordance with the fixture lists as published on LMS at the beginning of the season. Modifications to the fixture dates may be made with the agreement of BOTH clubs, but these must be completed by 1 October. Thereafter no changes to the fixture date will be permitted. The only exceptions to this rule, where clubs can request a late postponement are;

- Having a player playing in a county, area or national event

- Where exceptional weather conditions prevent/hinder travel
- Where an occurrence beyond the control of the team (such as a power failure at the home club) prevents the match being played.
Postponement of any matches must have the prior ratification of the League Secretary.

If this proposal is passed, them Proposed Rule change 6 will fall
6.  Proposed by Committee

Delete current rule 5.3. Replace with;

All matches must be played on the date arranged and in accordance with the fixture lists as published on LMS at the beginning of the season. Any postponement of any fixture must be agreed by BOTH clubs at least one month before the fixture date, otherwise the original date will stand.The only exceptions to this rule, where clubs can request a late postponement are;

- Having a player playing in a county, area or national event

- Where exceptional weather conditions prevent/hinder travel

Postponement of any matches must have prior ratification by the League Secretary
7.  Proposed by Committee

Add new sentence to rule 5.6. “This rule does not apply to the Ladies League”.
8.  Proposed by Committee

Amend rule 6.1 to read “Matches will be played in their entirety on the dates and times listed on LMS. Home teams are responsible for ensuring that fixture dates listed on LMS are correct and for notifying the League Secretary of any amendments or errors. In the event of any misunderstanding in match dates, the home team will be held responsible”

Add the following sentence to rule 6.2;

“Unless the home team has been advised in advance that a player(s) could be arriving late at the match venue, then a player(s) who has not arrived at the match venue by the time all the other matches have finished will be automatically scratched”
If this proposal is passed, them Proposed Rule change 10 will fall
10.  Proposed by Committee

Add the following sentence to rule 6.2;

A player who has not arrived at the match venue by the time all other matches have finished will be automatically scratched.
11.  Proposed by Beechdown

Change the last sentence of current rule 6.3 to read “The away side is responsible for sending in the match result cards to the League Organiser and the home side is responsible for entering the match results on the LMS. The match result card must be received by the League Organiser within 5 working days and the match result posted on LMS within 3 days or a penalty of 5 points will be deducted from the offending team”

Delete from current rule 6.3 “showing the ranking numbers alongside each name”
13.  Proposed by Committee

Amend current rule 7.3 to read “A higher ranked player must not play below a lower ranked player”
14.  Proposed by Committee

Add new sentence to rule 7.6. “Prior permission of the League Secretary is required for a club to play a player under this rule for the last 4 matches of the season”
If this proposal is passed, them Proposed Rule change 15 will fall
15.  Proposed by Beechdown

Add new sentences to rule 7.6. “Prior permission of the League Secretary is required for a club to play a player under this rule for the last 4 matches of the season. Any such player must be of a lower ranking than the last named available nominated player”

Delete Rule 7.7
17. Proposed by Committee

New Rule A. No player can play more than one Hants League match on any one day
18. Proposed by Committee

New Rule B. Players are limited in the number of matches they can play in each of the Hants Leagues. In any one half of the current season, the maximum is equal to the number of teams participating in the Division in which the player normally plays plus one extra match

New Rule C
GHOST PLAYERS (applicable for second half of season only) 

1. Definitions

A. Stated Ranking list – a club’s ranking list, submitted on a monthly basis which includes ‘ghost’ players

B. Effective Ranking List – a club’s Stated ranking list, excluding ‘ghost’ players.

C. ‘Ghost’ player – a player who appears in a club’s Stated ranking list - generally at the top end - but who does not play matches. This has the effect of distorting the genuine strength of the lower teams by enabling higher ranked players to participate in these lower teams. 

2 .  To prevent "Ghost Players" from distorting Club ranking lists, players must qualify to be included in these lists by playing a certain minimum number of times. 

3.   After the start of the second half of the season TWO matches must have been played by each player in a club's ranking list otherwise affected players assumes a status of "Ghosted". For team selection purposes, players’ Effective rankings are used to determine whether rule 7.2 has been breached, and therefore a lower team’s highest eligible player may be correspondingly higher up the Effective ranking list than in the Stated ranking list.
NOTES ON RULE C - GHOST PLAYERS 

A.  "Ghost Players" must be included in the Stated ranking list so that they remain eligible to play. 

B.  The fact that they have not played the required number of games does not prevent "Ghost Players" from playing anytime they are available, subject to Rule 4.3. 

C. Example - A club has two teams and 15 ranked players. Normally that club can select its second team from anyone positioned 6 or below on its Stated ranking list. However if, for example, ranked players 3 and 4 have not played at least twice by the end of the first half of the season then they become "Ghosted". From that point onwards until they play their two matches the club will be forced to select its second team from Stated ranking positions 8 (Effective ranking 6) and below only.

New Rule D*

INELIGIBLE PLAYERS

1.   Category A  Any string match won by, or below, an ineligible player in this category shall be counted as a loss. An ineligible player here shall be defined as follows: 
1.1  A string being played out of ranked order, 

1.2  A player not included in the Club's current ranking list except under conditions of Rule 7.6.

2.   Category B. Any string match won by an ineligible player in this category shall be counted as a loss. An ineligible player here shall be defined as follows:
2.1  A member playing more than the maximum number of matches permitted in each half of the season, as defined under  New Rule B 

2.2  A string who fails to arrive on time - see Rule 6.2. Note the named player must arrive, otherwise his/her absence potentially becomes a Category A ineligibility. 
2.3  A member playing more than one Hants League match on the same day see new Rule A

Add the following to New Rule D, para 2.2

Additional penalties for such absent players are; 

1st string – 6 penalty points

2nd string – 5 penalty points

3rd string  - 4 penalty points

4th string  - 3 penalty points

5th string – 2  penalty points
