Regulations for re-imbursement of expenses incurred re. Inter-County Championships

General
Hants SRA will provide squash balls and one buffet for all home ties, for teams participating in all the SRA official Inter-County Championship ties.

The team players will be required to referee and mark.

Hants SRA will cover the travel costs for away ties for all officially recognised county teams:

The team captain/manager/organizer should collate, check and if correct authorise all players’ signed expense claim forms, with all available vouchers/invoices attached, and send them together to the treasurer for payment.

HSRA-approved County shirts should be worn for all County matches. The first set of County shirts will be funded and supplied by HSRA. Additional shirts will be available for purchase. All other clothing must be provided by the players.
Travel

The team captain/manager/organizer of adult teams will be reimbursed for petrol at 18p per mile for up to 6 players (5 plus 1 reserve) – for a maximum of two cars.

The team captain/manager/organizer of junior teams will be reimbursed for petrol at 18p per mile for up to 6 players (5 plus 1 reserve) plus two officials/drivers – for a maximum of two cars.

Accommodation

Hants SRA will cover the cost of accommodation with breakfast, per two persons sharing, for one night (Saturday)*.  Any HSRA contribution is limited to (a) £35 per person, unless there is prior express permission from the County Secretary / Treasurer; (b) for up to 6 players in adult teams and up to 8 persons for Junior teams; and (c) for away venues in excess of 100 miles.

*In view of the start times of the ties on Saturday afternoons, it is possible to drive to any away venue on the Saturday morning and return on the Sunday afternoon

Guernsey players (in addition to the above)
Players can claim up to £75.00 for flights per weekend, provided they are available for the second weekend. If selected but become unavailable for any reason except medical (verified by a medical certificate) they will be ineligible for the first payment. This is to ensure a total commitment to the two weekends.
