2006/07 was a busy season for the Juniors. 35 teams entered the Leagues with Fair Oak entering a sixth team when Seacourt pulled out soon after the start of the season. Hart were the only other casualty during the season being unable to fulfil their second half fixtures. On the positive side we welcomed Portsmouth Grammar School and David Lloyd Southampton to the Leagues for the first time.

What was particularly encouraging was the number of juniors who played during the season – LMS recorded that 174 juniors played at least one match and when the unranked players are added to the list then there were nearly 200 juniors playing squash during the season. A big thank you should go not only to the juniors themselves but also the coaches and parents who do all the organising and transportation throughout the season. The amount of commitment and effort that goes into that cannot be stressed enough!

It was our second season using the LMS system and I think most people are now coming to grips with it. Maybe after another five or so seasons most people will start to understand the difference between home team per LMS and venue team per my spreadsheet! 

I would welcome any constructive criticism or suggestions for improvements in the way the leagues are run for next season. In the absence of any comments I will assume that people in general are happy with the current format and rules. I am hoping that we have enough teams for five divisions again next season and I attach entry forms which should be sent back to me by Friday 15 June 2007.
