Dear Sir/Madam

I was so surprised when I heard only the other day that there were far more coaches in Hampshire than I had thought, that I felt I really must try to make contact with those I have not yet properly met. It seems incredible to me that, in spite of the fact that I have been back here from Scotland now for just over three years coaching on a freelance basis, being on the Hampshire Squash Committee as Junior Organiser and benefiting hugely from the Coaching Association, which was set up soon after I arrived back here, I cannot make this letter more personal. Naturally, it is entirely up to you as to how you go about your coaching. I just hope you do want to join in in this, so that an even greater team spirit can be achieved with your inclusion. However, the important thing is for you to tell us please what you want to do either way.
