Chairman’s Report

As in the previous year, the Chairman would be asking each of the committee reps to make a fuller report on their specific topics and he would report on other items on the agenda, not covered by committee members.

Treasurer’s Report
Tim Lane presented the Annual Accounts, as independently examined by Chartered Accountants, Rossell Hicks.  This year we had incurred a deficit on the Income and Expenditure account of £3,500, compared to the previous year of a deficit of £405.  He then went through key the key differences in income and expenditure from the previous year.
Other points of particular note were: (1) development and growth and less income received from England Squash, due to club withdrawals, (2) the level of support for Guernsey Juniors, well in excess of the rebate we get from England Squash for Guernsey, (3) holding Hampshire Junior Closed in Guernsey. 

Expenses have been agreed for County Competitions.

There being no questions to the Treasurer, Tony Stride proposed, Ian  Farley seconded that the Accounts be accepted. Passed nem con.

League Secretary’s Report
This was the new League Secretary’s first report at an AGM. He congratulated all winning teams.
Withdrawals. There were a few withdrawals between the AGM and start of the season. Milford Ladies withdrew after the start of the season.

Penalties. Careless admin by some clubs lead to penalties.  Rules are rules and he will enforce them.  Personal thanks were given to the volunteers who form the Appeals Committee. 
EGM. Held to tighten up rules, which it was felt, some clubs were stretching to the limit. Disappointed at turn out (23 clubs) Rule 7.7 is ambiguous and he will issue guidelines.  Two major changes: Ghost Rule and rearranging fixtures. Copies sent to Clubs.
Next season. Structure of the Men’s and Vets remain the same, Ladies will have two divisions of  9 & 11 clubs. Dates were given for season start, finish, Easter etc. Fixture for 2007-08 had been generated, had been sent to clubs and could be viewed on LMS website. He acknowledged that fixture generation program used by LMS had its limitations and he would be looking into the possibility of commissioning a new one specifically for Hampshire Squash. 
KO Cup. Thanks were expressed to Tony Stride for yet again volunteering and organising the KO Cup. 

The League Secretary gave a reminder on the new rule regarding re-arranging fixtures, the need for clubs to get their ranking lists updated before their club’s first match of the season, that outstanding league fees should be paid before the start of the season and that ES affiliation of club and players is obligatory.
